Speech of the Chairman of the Board of Directors

COMMUNITY ENVIRONMENTAL ORGANIZATIONS SEEK TO ACHIEVE AMBITIOUS OBJECTIVES OF IMPROVING AND PROTECTING THE ENVIRONMENT FROM POLLUTION, SPREADING
ENVIRONMENTAL AWARENESS AND PRESERVING AND PROMOTING BIODIVERSITY. WHEREAS, THESE ORGANIZATIONS PLAYED IMPORTANT ROLES IN IDENTIFYING ENVIRONMENTAL
RISKS AND IMPACTS AND PROPOSING ACTIONS TO ADDRESS THEM. IT ALSO MONITORS LOCAL AND INTERNATIONAL INTEREST IN ENVIRONMENTAL AND DEVELOPMENT ISSUES, FOR
EXAMPLE, A NUMBER OF NON-PROFIT ORGANIZATIONS AND INSTITUTIONS AROUND THE WORLD PUBLISH NATIONAL REPORTS ON THE ENVIRONMENTAL SITUATION. SEVERAL
INTERNATIONAL NON-GOVERNMENTAL ORGANIZATIONS HAVE ALSO ISSUED IMPORTANT REPORTS ON THE GLOBAL ENVIRONMENT AND SOME ASPECTS RELATED TO THE
ENVIRONMENT AND DEVELOPMENT, SUCH AS RAISING AWARENESS AND ENVIRONMENTAL EDUCATION. THE KINGDOM HAS ENJOYED A COMPREHENSIVE ENVIRONMENTAL
RENAISSANCE, AS VISION 2030 DEFINED ITS FEATURES AND REPRESENTED MANY ACHIEVEMENTS, INITIATIVES, REGULATIONS AND LEGISLATION. THE KINGDOM HAS ALSO
WITNESSED IN THE PAST FEW YEARS AN ENVIRONMENTAL COMMUNITY AWARENESS THAT AUGURED WELL. THIS ENVIRONMENTAL AWARENESS HAS TAKEN MANY FORMS, STARTING
WITH ORGANIZING VOLUNTEER WORK TO CLEAN UP WILD PARKS AND COASTAL AREAS, PARTICIPATING IN VOLUNTARY AFFORESTATION OPERATIONS, ORGANIZING ENVIRONMENTAL
SEMINARS AND FORUMS, PRINTING, PRODUCING, AND DISTRIBUTING BROCHURES AND VARIOUS AWARENESS-RAISING INFORMATION MATERIALS. PRODUCING SEEDLINGS OF PLANTS
FROM THE LOCAL ENVIRONMENT AND CULTIVATING THEM IN THE VALLEYS OR DISTRIBUTING THEM FREE OF CHARGE TO THOSE WHO WISH TO CULTIVATE THEM FROM SOME OF THE
CITIZENS WHO ADORE AFFORESTATION AND ENVIRONMENTAL PRESERVATION. THE MAGNITUDE OF INTEREST IN IMPORTANT ENVIRONMENTAL TOPICS, SUCH AS THE DESTRUCTION
OF VEGETATION BY LOGGING, UNREGULATED GRAZING, OVERFISHING AND POLLUTION OF VARIOUS KINDS, AND THE INTERACTION WITH IT REFLECTS A GROWING ENVIRONMENTAL
AWARENESS THAT INSPIRES OPTIMISM. HOWEVER, THERE ARE MANY DIFFICULTIES THAT STILL OBSTRUCT THE INVOLVEMENT OF LARGE SEGMENTS OF COMMUNITY IN VOLUNTEER
WORK IN THE AREAS OF THE ENVIRONMENT, POLLUTION CONTROL, AND BIODIVERSITY PRESERVATION, WHICH CONFIRMS THE NEED TO SUPPORT AND ACTIVATE VOLUNTEER
SOCIETIES AND CIVIL SOCIETY ORGANIZATIONS, IN ORDER TO FRAME, COORDINATE AND DEVELOP THESE EFFORTS. THESE VOLUNTARY ENVIRONMENTAL ENTITIES ALSO NEED
FURTHER MODERNIZATION AND DEVELOPMENT TO KEEP PACE WITH ENVIRONMENTAL DEVELOPMENTS AT THE LOCAL AND REGIONAL LEVELS.

ONE OF THE STRATEGIC INITIATIVES INCLUDED IN THE SOCIETY'S STRATEGIC PLAN IN ITS SECOND SESSION IS THE PROVISION OF PAID ENVIRONMENTAL
STUDIES AND CONSULTATIONS. THE INITIATIVE SHALL PROVIDE CONSULTING SERVICES AND PROFESSIONAL ENVIRONMENTAL STUDIES TO GOVERNMENT AND
PRIVATE ENTITIES, WITH THE HELP OF AN ELITE GROUP OF NATIONAL EXPERTS IN VARIOUS ENVIRONMENTAL FIELDS.

THE INITIATIVE IS CONSIDERED A QUALITATIVE SHIFT IN THE FIELD OF WORK OF ENVIRONMENTAL SOCIETIES IN THE KINGDOM OF SAUDI ARABIA. IT AIMS TO
EXPAND THE SERVICES AND ACTIVITIES OF THE SOCIETY AND TO BENEFIT FROM THE MANY OPPORTUNITIES PROVIDED BY THE COMPREHENSIVE
ENVIRONMENTAL RENAISSANCE THAT THE KINGDOM OF SAUDI ARABIA IS CURRENTLY WITNESSING. THE INITIATIVE ALSO AIMS TO PROVIDE FINANCIAL
RESOURCES THAT ENABLE THE SOCIETY TO FULFILL ITS OBLIGATIONS, DEVELOP ITS SERVICES AND FULLY IMPLEMENT ITS INITIATIVES. TO IMPLEMENT THE
INITIATIVE, THE SOCIETY SHALL SEEK TO OBTAIN A LICENSE TO ESTABLISH AN OFFICE FOR ENVIRONMENTAL STUDIES AND CONSULTATIONS UNDER THE
APPROVED CONTROLS AND CONDITIONS. TO ACHIEVE THIS, A SPECIAL BOARD OF DIRECTORS SHALL BE FORMED FOR THE OFFICE CONSISTING OF SEVERAL
NATIONAL EXPERTS AND SPECIALISTS IN VARIOUS ENVIRONMENTAL FIELDS. THE OFFICE SHALL BE GOVERNED AND THE MEMBERS’' TASKS, WORK
MECHANISM, RIGHTS AND DUTIES SHALL BE DETERMINED ON A LEGALLY AND SYSTEMATICALLY CLEAR BASIS.

The office's work shall focus on four key areas which are as follows:

e Preparing training packages and coaching. e Supervising the implementation of environmental projects.
e Providing environmental studies and consultations. e Environmental project management.
